Conclusion Paragraph

An effective conclusion will give your readers something to think about when they're done reading your essay.
THE CONCLUSION
Just as every essay has a clear beginning, it should have a clear ending. The last paragraph, also known as the conclusion, should make your essay sound finished.
The concluding paragraph typically has three parts:
1. The summary statement is one or two sentences which restate the thesis in a fresh way to reinforce the essay's main idea.
2. Restating the key points in your body and rebuttal.
3. The clincher is a final thought which should create a lasting impression on the reader.
THE SUMMARY STATEMENT
The summary statement is an effective way to start your concluding paragraph because it helps to drive home the ideas you've expressed in your essay. 
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Look at your thesis statement again and rework it in a new way. Avoid repeating key words and phrases from the thesis statement because you don't want the summary statement to sound boring or repetitive. Using a thesaurus is a good way to find new, interesting words.
Here are some examples of thesis statements and summary statements:
Thesis Statement: Personalized technology in the classroom is not worth government spending and the technology is easily abused.
Summary Statement: While it might be true that there is a lot of potential for personalized technology, proof and reasoning shows that the technology is far too expensive and not effective enough to be funded.
Thesis Statement: With all the girls feeling insecure about themselves, the government must regulate how modeling agencies choose models.
Summary Statement: All things considered, the government must be stricter on modeling agencies choosing skinny models and pressuring them to stay skinny.
THE CLINCHER
The clincher, also referred to as the closer, is your last opportunity to connect with the reader. One way to make the most of this moment is to return to the technique you used for your grabber. Click on each type to read examples.

Here's are examples of concluding paragraphs for the two essays just mentioned:
Hook: Personalized technology in classrooms is a wolf in sheep’s clothing. 

Clincher: Personalized technology is not a wolf that kills sheep, it is a wolf that dresses up as a shepherd and robs them.
Hook: “A Harvard University study found that 80% of women are unhappy with their bodies, and only 1% are completely happy” (Hari).

Clincher: Surely, the amount of eating disorders will decrease in America significantly if the government takes action.
