1. Allusion: 
a reference in a literary work to a person, place, or thing in history or another work of literature.

2. Connotation: 
an emotional feeling that comes along with a particular word 

3. Denotation: 
the dictionary definition of a word.

4. Hyperbole: 
an exaggeration

5. Metaphor: 
connecting two unlike objects or concepts and uniting them with a common quality

6. Personification: 
where animals, ideas or inorganic objects are given human characteristics.

7. Simile: 
comparing two unlike objects using “like” or “as” and uniting them with a common characteristic.

8. Theme: 
a common thread or repeated idea that is incorporated throughout a literary work

9. Protagonist: 
the main character

10. Diction: 
word choice intended to convey a certain effect.
