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Valedictorian! College! A Successful future! This is what can happen to you if you put your mind to it and tend to the little things. The “little things” include correctly citing your research paper, formatting it according to MLA guidelines (Times New Roman, 12 point, 1” margins), and including a separate “Works Cited” page where your works are listed in alphabetical order and formatted with hanging indents. Of course, you have to have a bang up introduction and conclusion paragraph but most importantly…be sure to provide solid support, explanation and elaboration for what you are arguing! Voila! Stick with the little things and the big things will take care of themselves (okay this is a cliché which is something you should not use in formal papers!).
