Body Paragraph Ingredients
· Topic Sentence—first sentence of a body paragraph that states the main point of the paragraph and relates back to the thesis…but in this SPECIFIC SITUATION your topic sentence will be your thesis (or stance). Remember, the basic formula for a thesis is subject + stance + so what?

· Introduce—a sentence that bridges the topic sentence to the concrete detail

· Concrete detail OR Cited evidence—Specific support for the topic sentence

· Explain—Provide reasoning and/or analysis of your concrete detail or cited evidence

· TRANSITION (word or phrase)
· Introduce—a sentence that bridges the topic sentence to the concrete detail

· Concrete detail/Cited evidence—a 2nd piece of specific support for the topic sentence

· Explain—Provide reasoning and/or analysis of your 2nd concrete detail or cited evidence

· Elaboration—In your own words, answer “so what?” in relation to your thesis; choose VIVID diction/ USE your passionate VOICE…tie back to your thesis.
· Concluding sentence—summary of your paragraph.
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
